ELIGIBILITY
1. Space is available to dog clubs, individuals, service orga-
nizations, and commercial booths. 
2. Booth space is avaialble by reservation. Space is limited 
and will be filled on a first come-first served basis.
3. Clubs or organizations participating all 12 days will be 
given first choice. 
Any club or individual reserving less than 12 days needs to 
contact Hughey Davis at (813) 685-6247 or email 
hulin57@msn.com for scheduling.

2. There is no fee for booth space for dog clubs or ser-
vice organizations. Service organizations, however, must 
provide a Certificate of Insurance naming the Florida State 
Fair as “Additional Insured,” or contact the Fair for assis-
tance in obtaining insurance coverage.

BOOTHS
1. Each booth will be 10” x 10’ with electricity. Backboards 
and sides are suitable for hanging light-weight decorations. 
You can put your creative abilities to use in preparing your 
booth and decorating in any fashion within the rules of the 
committee.

2. The Fair will provide two tables and two chairs for each 
booth.
3. All tables must be covered and skirted. Clubs must pro-
vide their own skirting. 
4. Dogs MUST NOT be left in the booth unattended, unless 
properly caged.
5. Non-profit Clubs, Commercial Booths and Breed Clubs 
will be allowed to pass out advertising and/or post adver-
tising signage. Individuals will not be allowed to promote/
advertise private services.
6. Each organization is responsible for the materials in their 
booth. Booths can be taken down between 6 p.m. and 10 
p.m., Monday, February 15th.

PARTICIPATING
1. No Dogs UNDER 6 MONTHS allowed.
2. All dogs are required to have up-to-date tags and incula-
tions. 
3. Dogs must be kept under control and kept within the con-
fines of the booth. Do not bring a dog that needs a pinch 
collar to be controlled.
4. Dogs are not permitted anywhere on the Fairgrounds ex-
cept in the Dog Show Tent.
5. No females in season will be allowed.
6. No dogs allowed in the ring except during scheduled 
demonstrations or by permission.
7. Owners are responsible for their dog’s behavior. Any dog 
misbehaving will immediately be excluded from participa-
tion. 
8. No Dogs are to be left unattended in cars. The Security 
Patrol will remove any unattended dogs. 

9. Dog Clubs will not be allowed to solicit donations. Non-
Profit Service Organizations represented with a booth are 
allowed to accept donations for their program. However, 
a letter verifying that the proceeds will go to the organi-
zation must be presented to the State Fair Agribusiness 
Department before this will be approved. 

TICKET POLICY
1. Each booth will be provided a maximum of 4 Daily 
parking/Admission Passes per day of Exhibit. 
2. Ticket information will be mailed to clubs in January.

PARTICIPATION AWARDS
This does not pertain to commercial booths.
1. In order to qualify for participation awards, all above 
criteria must be adhered to and booth must ce decorated 
and manned daily.
2. The booth must be manned each day for the entire time 
the exhibit is open. 
3. Each organization or individual will receive $10.00 a 
day they have a decorated booth in the dog exhibit. Every 
organization or individual that participates for the entire 
Fair (all 12 days) will be given an additional $5.00 per 
day.

GENERAL
THE FLORIDA STATE FAIR WILL NOT BE RESPON-
SIBLE FOR ANYTHING LEFT IN TENT AFTER 10 
P.M. ON FEBRUARY 16TH. 

A Security guard will on duty from closing until opening 
the next day, during the entire 12 days of the Dog Exhibi-
tion. 
The Florida State Fair, its officers and employees can-
not and will not accept responsibility and liability for any 
damage or injury resulting from theft, fire, the elements, 
accidents, or other conditions or causes, whether to ex-
hibits, property of exhibitors, vehicles on the grounds and 
articles left therein and other property of any nature, what-
soever. 

Florida State Fair Authority 
Livestock Addendum
OWNER represents to Florida State Fair Authority 
("AUTHORITY") that no animals that are exhibited or 
otherwise transported onto FLORIDA STATE FAIR-
GROUNDS will in anyway be suffering from any con-
tagious or infectious disease. In addition, OWNER shall 
defend, indemnify, and hold the AUTHORITY, the appli-
cable Show Committee and each of their respective offi-
cials, officers, directors, employees and agents harmless of 
and from all losses, damages, claims, expenses, including 
reasonable attorney's fees at the trial and appellate lev-
els, actions and causes of action arising out of, or in any 
way connected with, or by reason of this Agreement, the 
presence of OWNER's livestock at FLORIDA STATE 
FAIRGROUNDS, and/or use of FLORIDA STATE FAIR-
GROUNDS including, but not limited to any claim for the 
death of, or injury to any person or livestock, or damage to, 
theft of, or destruction of any property arising out of any 
act or omission of OWNER, OWNER's officers, agents, 
employees, trainers, drivers, riders, handlers, contractors 
and livestock, violation of any Federal, State and Local 
environmental laws, rules, ordinances and/or regulations, 
actions for negligence, wrongful death, torts, defects in 
the real and personal property at FLORIDA STATE FAIR-
GROUNDS and from any alleged liability, cause, litiga-
tion or proceeding whatsoever, even if such injury, death, 
loss or property damage results, in whole or in part, from 
the negligence of AUTHORITY, or the applicable Show 
Committee and their respective officials, officers, directors, 
employees and agents or otherwise. Neither AUTHORITY 
nor such applicable Show Committee shall be liable to 
OWNER, or any officer, agents, employees, trainers, driv-
ers, riders, handlers, or other contractors, invitees or guests 
of OWNER for any injury or damage to livestock, person 
or property.  AUTHORITY, its officers or agents, assume 
no liability for any loss or damage to property (including 
but not limited to livestock) on account of fire, theft, or any 
other cause including infectious or contagious diseases.  In 
addition, OWNER acknowledges receiving and agrees to 
abide by the applicable rules and regulations of the AU-
THORITY titled FLORIDA STATE FAIR PUREBRED 
DOG EXHIBITION and same are incorporated by refer-
ence herein.
